THE ITALIAN CIRCLE CONCERT
Olivia Ray, Julian Perkins and William Carslake return to the Italian Circle to give a recital in which they celebrate the great city of Naples and its tempestuous relationship with the great navies of the world. 

The programme will include connections to Horatio Nelson (and Emma Hamilton), the composer Thomas Arne (of Rule Britannia fame, whose anniversary falls in 2010), Haydn, the Neapolitan Song Tradition, US sea shanties, and Julian's personal insights as an honorary Neapolitan, having recently married a girl from Caserta, Naples. 

Julian Perkins

Julian Perkins is a soloist, chamber musician and conductor, and teaches at the Royal Academy of Music. Director of Sounds Baroque, he has also conducted New Chamber Opera, New Kent Opera, and Southbank Sinfonia. As a soloist and continuo player, he performs with leading ensembles including the Academy of Ancient Music, Britten Sinfonia, City of London Sinfonia, Classical Opera Company, English Chamber Orchestra, English Concert, Gabrieli Consort, London Handel Orchestra, Northern Sinfonia, Orchestra of the Age of Enlightenment, Orchestra of the Sixteen, and Scottish Chamber Orchestra – and has sung in the Monteverdi Choir. He has also assisted and played in many operas for organizations including the Royal Opera House, Covent Garden. In demand as a recitalist, Julian’s world-première recording of James Nares’s 8 harpsichord suites on Avie was featured on BBC Radio 3, and hailed by MusicWeb International as deserving ‘nothing but praise’. 

After reading music at King's College, Cambridge, Julian studied primarily at the Schola Cantorum Basiliensis, Royal Academy of Music, and with Trevor Pinnock CBE. Awards have included the prestigious Ian Fleming Award, Countess of Munster Trust Awards, Leverhulme Trust Award, Finzi Scholarship, and Wingate Scholarship. Julian also writes articles for eminent publications, directs courses, and gives lecture-demonstrations for universities and music colleges. 
William Carslake
William Carslake, Cover Conductor for Royal Ballet productions in 2010, 2009 and 2008, enjoys a busy career in the UK and abroad. His international debut was with the Royal Oman Symphony Orchestra in February 2009 leading to immediate re-invitations. His European debut was in Poland in 2007, performing on Polish National Radio with the K12 orchestra. He is Conductor of the English Ensemble and the London Charity Orchestra. 

William is Chairman of K12 Conductors in Education which creates collaboration between higher-level music conservatoires across Europe. Earlier in his career he founded the pioneering Pembroke Academy of Music, a South London music project providing instrumental tuition to underprivileged young people. William is also closely connected with the Elgar Foundation.

Olivia Ray studied at the RNCM, the English National Opera’s The Knack, and the GSMD, receiving a fellowship to Aspen, Colorado to study with Susanne Mentzer. She currently studies with Robert Dean.

Oratorio and concert experience includes St John Passion, St Matthew Passion, Magnificat (C.P.E.Bach, J.S Bach); Nuits D’ete; Spring Symphony (Britten); Requiem (Duruflé); Sea Pictures, Music Makers; Messiah, Theodora, Dixit Dominus; Nelson Mass, Harmoniemesse; Coronation Mass, Requiem, Vesperes Solomnes; Miserere (Scarlatti); Gloria (Vivaldi).

Recent operatic engagements include the title role in La Perichole (Opera South); the title role in La Cenerentola (English Pocket Opera Company); Maddelena, Rigoletto; Carmen, Carmen; Dido, Dido and Aeneas; Olga, Eugene Onegin, (Scottish Opera) and Nadine, John Lunn’s workshop production of Tangier Tattoo (Glyndebourne).

Future engagements include the Sea Pictures with Hounslow Symphony Orchestra; Carmen, Carmen (English Pocket Opera Company) and Curra, La Forza del Destino (Opera Holland Park).
